Public Speaking Tips 

• Have an introduction – this is your chance to grab 
the audience’s attention. 

• Body of speech should include interesting facts; 
make your point, use humour if you can. 

• The conclusion usually has an obvious ending and 
does not end in thank you, or thank you for listening 
to my speech.  

• Use palm cards (if needed) to help you to 
remember what you want to say.  

• Practise eye contact.  

• Vary your tone. 

• Use gesture and facial expression to convey 
interest.
